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PAAD AND SENIOR GOLD CHANGES  
 
The Fiscal Year 2009 Budget for the State 
of New Jersey makes three important changes 
to coverage under the PAAD and Senior Gold 
Program. 
 
1.) The $5 PAAD co-pay has increased. 
Effective August 1, 2008, generic drugs will 
have a $6 co-pay and brand name medications 
will have a $7 co-pay. Approximately one-
third of PAAD beneficiaries with the lowest 
income and assets will not  be affected by the 
increase because they pay lower copays under 
the Medicare Part D program. The Senior 
Gold co-pay remains unchanged. 
 
2.) PAAD and Senior Gold will no longer 
pay for diabetic testing supplies effective 
August 1, 2008 (for example, test strips and 
lancets).  PAAD and Senior Gold 
beneficiaries will use their Medicare Part B 
coverage or health insurance coverage, if they 
have it, to obtain these supplies. 
 
3.) Senior Gold beneficiaries must enroll in   
Medicare Part D effective August 1, 2008. 
If you do not enroll by September 30, 2008, 

you will be terminated from the Senior Gold 
Prescription Discount Program. Since 
January 2006, PAAD beneficiaries have been 
required to enroll in Medicare Part D. Seventy 
percent of Senior Gold beneficiaries have 
enrolled voluntarily. The Fiscal Year 2009 
Budget now mandates that Senior Gold 
beneficiaries enroll in Medicare Part D and pay 
the monthly Medicare Part D premiums in 
order to continue their eligibility. 
 
The Department of Health and Human 
Services will notify beneficiaries individually 
by mail of these changes.
