This lease agreement (“Lease”) is made on the _ day of _____, 2010, between the Camden County Boathouse (Lessor), located at 7050 North Park Drive, Pennsauken, NJ, 08109 and the Lessee, as identified above.

In Consideration of the mutual promises set forth herein, the parties agree as follows:

          1.
Terms of Lease.  Lessor agrees to rent to the Lessee the Camden County Boathouse  facilities as specified herein on ________ between the hours of ____ and_____ (includes time for set-up and break down) for the fixed sum of ______.

2.
Rental Charges and Other Miscellaneous Terms.  A deposit for 50% of the rental fee is due at signing.  The balance of the rental fee and a refundable security deposit of $200.00 are due no later than fourteen (14) days prior to the Lease Date. The security deposit will be returned within two weeks after the Lease Date, providing there are no violations of Rules and Regulations as listed on lease.

3.
Catering Services.   The Lessee shall not provide, furnish or arrange for any other food and/or beverages except as permitted by the Lessor, and then, only in strict accordance with the catering policy of the Lessor.  The Lessee shall use a caterer from the approved list of boathouse caterers.

4.
Cancellations.  On the occasion of a cancellation or postponement of the event on the scheduled date and time, Lessee shall forfeit all deposits and payments.  Lessee must notify the Lessor in writing of a cancellation and/or postponement. Should the Lessor re-rent the reserved facilities for the same date and time, after the newly booked event has been paid in full all of the forfeited monies paid by the Lessee will be refunded.

5. 
Maintenance of Leased Premises and Liability for Damage.  Lessee shall take good care of the Leased Premises.  At the expiration of the term of use, Lessee shall vacate and leave the property in as good a condition as existed at the beginning of the term.  If the boathouse premises are not left in as good a condition as existed at the beginning of the Lessee’s use, as determined in  the sole discretion of the Lessor, Lessee will be responsible to pay Lessor for all costs to clean, repair and/or replace damaged property; and removal of any vehicles, equipment or other property left by the Lessee on the Leased Premises caused by Lessee and/or Lessee’s guests, invitees, customers, visitors, or any other persons on the Leased Premises with Lessee’s permission.  Lessee shall do nothing to destroy, deface, damage, or remove any part of the Leased Premises.  Lessee shall promptly notify Lessor of any condition that requires repair.  If Lessee does not provide prompt notice, Lessee shall be liable for any damage that occurs because of the delay.  Lessor shall not be responsible for the disposition of any vehicles, equipment, trash, or other property left by the Lessee on the Leased Premises.

6.  
Insurance Requirements for Leased Premises.   Lessee shall provide proof of insurance in the amount of $300,000 bodily injury/$300,000 property (natural persons) or $500,000 bodily injury/$500,000 property (business entities) to Lessor at the time of deposit.  Insurer must give the Boathouse notice of any modifications or cancellation before the event. In the event that the required proof of insurance is not provided within 14 days of the event, Lessor reserves the right to terminate this Lease.  In that event, Lessee shall not be entitled to a refund of its deposit.


7.
Liability of Lessor and Lessee.  Lessor shall be exempt from and Lessee shall indemnify Lessor against any and all liability for any damage or injury to any person or property caused by or resulting from any cause or happening whatsoever occurring on or at the Leased Premises during the Lease Date.  Lessee assumes the full responsibility and cost of defending, compromising, discharging, or otherwise satisfying any loss, liability, claim, or action that occurs due to the negligent acts or omissions of Lessee or Lessee’s guests, invitees, customers, visitors, or other persons on the Leased Premises with the consent of the Lessee.  Lessee shall also be responsible to reimburse  Lessor for any costs incurred, including reasonable attorney’s fees, due to the negligent act(s) or omission(s) of Lessee, Lessee’s guests, invitees, customers, visitors, or other persons on the Leased Premises with Lessee’s permission.


8. 
Insurance on Lessee’s Property.  Lessor carries no insurance covering loss to any of Lessee’s property or that of Lessee’s guests, invitees, customers, visitors, or other persons on the Leased Premises with the consent of the Lessee, whether located or stored in, around or outside the Leased Premises.  Lessee has total responsibility for securing insurance protection against loss by fire or other cause to Lessee’s property or Lessee’s guests, invitees, customers, visitors, or other person on the Leased Premises with Lessee’s permission.


9.
Alcoholic Beverages.  Lessee agrees that it will not offer, sell, provide or permit to be offered, sold, or provided to minors any intoxicating and/or alcoholic beverage on Leased Premises. In the event that Lessee charges a fee for activity to be conducted at the Leased Premises on the Lease Date, and such a fee includes payment for any type of intoxicating and/or alcoholic beverage, Lessee shall provide Lessor with the appropriate temporary license from the New Jersey Division of Alcoholic Beverage Control within forty-eight (48) hours before the start of the lease term.  In the event that the required proof of licensure is not provided, Lessor reserves the right to terminate this Lease.  In that event, Lessee shall not be entitled to a refund of its deposit.  

10.
Event Approval.   All events, exhibitions, activities and/or entertainment functions to be held on the premises are subject to final approval by the Rutgers Boathouse Management.
11.
Parking.  There is limited parking at the Boathouse and there is also additional parking available on North Park Drive.  Parking is permitted in the Office Park Lot across the street from the Boathouse at an additional cost on weeknights after 6:00 PM and anytime on weekends.  Customers wishing to use the Office Park Lot may 1) hire a valet service to park guest’s vehicles, or 2) hire a Camden County Police Officer  at a maximum fee of $62.00 per hour. (Officers must be present 30 minutes prior to the start of the event and 30 minutes after the conclusion of the event.) Contact the Boathouse Staff for additional information about parking alternatives.  No parking is permitted in the Office Park Lot on weekdays between 8:00 AM and 6:00 PM.  
12.  
Security.  Management reserves the right to require additional boathouse/security personnel at an additional charge where a majority of event guests are under 21 years of age or where other event circumstances warrant additional personnel as determined by the Boathouse Management.    
13.
Assignments and Sublets.  Lessee will not assign or sublet this Lease Agreement or any portion hereof.


14.
Termination of Agreement.   In case the Boathouse or any part thereof shall be destroyed or damaged by fire, or any other cause, or if any other casualty or unforeseen occurrence shall render the fulfillment of this Agreement by the Lessor impossible, this Agreement shall terminate.  In that event, the Lessee hereby waives any claim for damages or compensation should this Agreement be so terminated.  All payments to the Boathouse will be refunded in full, should there be a Termination of Agreement as outlined herein.
15.
Rules and Regulations.  By signing this agreement, Lessee acknowledges receipt of the rules and regulations sheet for the Camden County Boathouse and promises that Lessee and Lessee’s guests, invitees, customers, visitors, or other persons on the Leased Premises with Lessee’s permission, will fully comply with the above-referenced rules and regulations.  The rules and regulations sheet is hereby made a part of this Agreement and incorporated as if fully set forth herein at length.
16.
Breach of Contract by Lessee.
   If Lessee fails to provide proof of insurance within 14 days of the event date, or fails to make payment in full within 14 days of the event date, Lessee will be in breach of this agreement and shall forfeit all payments/deposits made.  Proof of insurance and payment in full are due on  ____________________________________.

17.
Matters Not Covered.   Any matters not herein expressly provided for shall be at the discretion of the Lessor.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

EVENT LEASE AGREEMENT
1.
Smoking:  There will be no smoking allowed at the Boathouse, this includes outside deck and patio areas.

2.
Pets:  With the exception of service animals, pets are not permitted inside the boathouse, on the Boathouse decks or on the Boathouse grounds.

3.
Posting of Signs:  Posting of signs, exhibits, advertisements, posters, cards, lithographs, decorations, etc., on any part of the building inside or outside is not permitted, without the prior review and approval of Boathouse Management.
4.
Decorations:
All decorations are subject to prior approval of the Boathouse Management. Decorations are limited to table centerpieces, balloons, candles in a non-combustible globe.  The following are not permitted:  table glitter, sand and small gravel balloon weights, bubbles, sticky candies, glow sticks.  No decorations may be tacked or taped to any wall or ceiling.

5.
Restriction of Number of Persons:   The Lessee shall not allow for a larger number of persons than the seating capacity will accommodate, or larger number of persons who can freely move about the leased areas.  The decision of the Lessor on capacity shall be final.

6.
Bar/Liquor:
Only bartenders supplied by the caterer may be used for dispensing beverages.  All cups, glassware, non-alcoholic beverages, mixers and set-ups required by the customer must be supplied by the caterer.

7.
Outside Food:  All food is to be supplied by the caterer.  No outside food may be brought into the facility without the express written consent of the caterer. 

8.
Inflammable Liquids/Pyrotechnics:   The Lessee shall not use or cause to be used any inflammable, combustible or other dangerous materials or objects inside the premises, or use oils, bottled gas, camphene, kerosene, naphtha, gasoline for either mechanical or other purposes without the consent of Lessor.  The use of pyrotechnics in or around the Boathouse is strictly prohibited.  

9.
Storage of Goods:   All goods shall be stored at the sole risk of the owner and Lessee shall assume the risk of loss from any and all causes.  The boathouse does not recommend storage of goods.  
10.
Control of Building:  The building, surrounding grounds and parking lot located on the premises shall be at all times under the charge and control of the Lessor, its agents, servants and employees.  The Lessor reserves the right to enter and have access to the leased premises at any and all times on any matters connected with said premises. 
11.
On-site Management:   A representative of the Lessor shall be present during all leased events.  In the event of a problem with the leased premises during an event, Lessee shall locate Lessor’s representative to notify him or her of the problem so corrective action may be taken.
